A machine designed to meet the challenges of a wide array of applications, the CP75 II excels on jobsites 
ranging from driveways to large parking lots. Its compact and low design allows it to pave in size restrictive 
areas, including parking garages or covered areas, while its low hood and screed mounted controls give 
optimal visibility and comfort for crew performance.

Designed and built around the operator and performance, the CP75 II couples high strength components, a fully 
rebuildable platform and ergonomic controls for a reliable, longer lasting paver platform.

Heavy-Duty Steel Frame
The CP75 II’s chassis is a one piece, cold-rolled steel frame giving the platform a heavy-duty foundation, 
providing longer lifecycle and greater structural support than any paver in its class.  And because all 
components on the platform are bolted to the frame, contractors are able to rebuild their machine around 
the frame for longer service life and maximization of return on investment.

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The highly e�cient and powerful 74hp Deutz® 2.9 
L4 Tier IV Final turbocharged engine (No DEF) 
provides contractors with exceptional amounts of 
torque and responsive power. Producing a 
leading 192 ft-lbs. of torque at 1600rpm, as well 
as giving higher horsepower at the low end, the 
CP75 II’s engine is coupled with a two-speed 
planetary drive for greater pushing power and 
jobsite performance.

Access and service to the engine, hydraulics and 
electrical is made easy by the single piece 
forward raising hood, access door in the hopper, 
and class-leading layout.

Designed around the operator, the CP75 II 
elevates crew comfort and performance with its 
dual control stations that maximize visibility and 
ergonomics. Both control stations are screed 
mounted, a feature that keeps them relative to 
the operator at all times. Each station features 
direct connect cable steering levers and 
intuitively organized switches. The CP75 II also 
features a 4.5” (114mm) LED display that 
provides up to the second information on 
engine performance and instrument gauges.

Track System
With 58” (147cm) of ground contact, the CP75 II’s 
12” (305mm) steel or optional poly-pad tracks 
give the paver exceptional balance and traction 
over a wide variety of bases. The hydraulically 
self-tensioning tracks are supported by 6 bogeys 
each, providing greater ground support and 
balance to the machine. Each CP75 II comes 
standard with rock guards that give added 
protection to the already robust track system.

The placement of the controls enables 
class-leading operator visibility around the 
machine, as well as to the augers and screed for 
close monitoring of material flow and head of 
material.

O�ering a choice in material delivery systems, the CP75 II can be fitted with either a chain/slat conveyor or the 
revolutionary High Flow Material ConveyorTM. Featuring dual, heavy-duty 35.5” wide independently controlled 
conveyors, the standard chain/slat system o�ers robust reliability and superior productivity. For the commercial-class’ 
most e�cient conveyor system, the patented and exclusive High Flow Material ConveyorTM  provides a horsepower 
reduction up to 75% compared to traditional conveyors. Utilizing dual 35.5” heat and oil resistant rubberized belts 
firmly fixed to a traditional chain and slat system, the HFMC system also leads the industry in eliminating mix 
segregation for the highest mat quality. 

The CP75 II’s innovative frame design eliminates the need of under hopper clean out required on other wide-conveyor 
pavers in its class, as material carry over falls between the tracks. With either conveyor system, contractors can 
simplify their end of day clean out and achieve longer lifecycle of their conveyor systems.

A Carlson exclusive feature, the horizontal sliding damper 
doors on the CP75 II keep obstructions, such as utility 
boxes, from damaging them while open. Able to be infinitely 
adjusted from fully open to closed, contractors are able to 
utilize the doors’ tunnel e�ect for wider width paving. The 
horizontally sliding doors also prevent material from falling 
when traveling across the jobsite to the next pull.

The CP75 II employs replaceable 9.5” (241mm) 
diameter 500 Brinell-rated steel auger flights and 
class leading auger bushings. Spinning at 100rpm, 
the platform’s augers e�ciently move material 
outboard towards the endgates for uniform mat 
quality at wider widths.

Like all Carlson commercial-class pavers, the CP75 II utilizes 
3/8” (9.5mm) heavy-duty, 500 Brinell-rated steel floor plates 
for longer lifecycle and better performance. These 
class-leading floor plates are also fully replaceable, enabling 
contractors to rebuild their machine for even longer machine 
lifecycle and greater return on investment.  

Sonics And Automation
For more even head of material at any width, the CP75 II is 
available with sonic augers and hydraulic tow point that 
automatically adjust the material flow for better mat quality. 
The CP75 II is also prewired as standard to accept grade 
and slope automation systems, including those sold by 
MOBA®, Topcon® and TF Technologies®.

Built with the Carlson class exclusive 2% taper, a feature that improves outboard flow of material regardless if the 
augers are on, the EZC815 screed utilizes a 16” (406mm) deep main screed plate and 8” (203mm) deep extension 
plates. Each plate is made of 3/8” (9.5mm) 450 Brinell-rated hardened steel, giving contractors leading plate 
lifecycle and unparalleled mat quality. The EZC815 also has class leading adjustable pre-strike o�s tightly fitted to 
the main, a feature that allows little to no damage to occur when obstructions are bumped or hit due to poor 
elevation.

Providing optimal rigidity at wide widths, 
the EZC815’s extensions feature 2” (51mm) 
heavy-duty chrome rods with adjustable 
slide track bushings, limiting movement in 
the extensions and reducing component 
wear. Each extension of the EZC815 has 
externally accessible angle of attack 
adjustments that can be adjusted on the 
fly.
